 The Central Reserve Police Force (CRPF) has prepared a team of lady commandos 

to deal with the rising number of women participants involved in the incident of 

stone pelting across Jammu & Kashmir region to target security forces. 

 

 Mumbai‘s Victorian and Art Deco Ensembles has been inscribed as a UNESCO 

World Heritage Site during 42nd session of the World Heritage Committee of 

UNESCO at Manama in Bahrain. 

 

o Collectively it will be known as the Victorian Gothic and Art Deco 

Ensembles of Mumbai. 

 

o This makes Mumbai city the second city in India after Ahmedabad to be 

inscribed on the World Heritage List. 

 

 The Government of India will celebrate July 1, 2018, as „GST Day‟ to mark the first 

anniversary of the new indirect tax regime. 

 

o Goods and Services Tax (GST) was rolled out in the intervening night of 

June 30 and July 1 in 2017. 

 

 The NITI Aayog recently launched the first Delta ranking (incremental progress) 

for the Aspirational Districts, based on self-reported data of districts between March 

31, 2018 to May 31, 2018. 

 

o Dahod district in Gujarat has been ranked first among 108 ‗aspirational 

districts‘ by the NITI Aayog on the basis of incremental development over 

two months. West Sikkim district stood second. 

 

o Telangana Chief Minister K Chandrasekhar Rao had laid foundation 

stone for Gattu irrigation project in Jogulamba Gadwal district. 

 

 The project will provide water to 33,000 acres in four mandals in the 

district. 
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 Based upon a report by British aviation intelligence firm OAG, Mumbai‟s 

Chhatrapati Shivaji International Airport has been ranked as the fifth least 

punctual airport in the world with a rank of 509 out of the 513 airports globally. 

July 2 

 The Bhitarkanika National Park (Odisha) has become the largest habitat of the 

endangered estuarine crocodiles in the country with a record number of their 

nesting sites spotted in it. Altogether 101 nesting sites of estuarine crocodiles 

were found this time by enumerators. 

 

 The Odisha government signed an MoU with the Regional Integrated Multi-

Hazard Early Warning System (RIMES) for enhancing early warning system for 

effective management of all kinds of disaster in the state, including flood, drought, 

heat wave, lightning, and road accidents. 

 

 

 Jharkhand Chief Minister Raghubar Das announced that the first 'Khadi Mall' 

of the country will be opened in Jharkhand. The land in the Heavy Engineering 

Corporation (HEC) campus will be made available to the Khadi Board to develop 

the country's first Khadi mall. 

July 3 

 The Election Commission of India (ECI) has organized a two-day “National 

Consultation on Accessible Elections,” from the 3rd July, 2018 in New Delhi. 

o It will be inaugurated by the Chief Election Commissioner Shri O.P. Rawat, in 

presence of the Election Commissioners Shri Sunil Arora and Shri Ashok 

Lavasa. 

 

 Madhya Pradesh, the Ayushman Bharat Yojana under the Pradhan Mantri 

Rashtriya Swasthya Suraksha Mission will be implemented in the state from 

August 15 this year. 

 

 The Ministry of Agriculture and Farmer‟s Welfare has notified the “National 

Policy on Marine Fisheries, 2017”, which will guide the development of marine 

fisheries sector for the next10 years. 

 Department of Empowerment of Persons with Disabilities (DEPwD), Ministry of 

Social Justice and Empowerment is organizing a ―National Workshop on Skill 

Development for Persons with Disabilities (Divyangjan)‖ on July 3. 
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 The International Union of Food Science and Technology (IUFoST), the global 

voice of food science and technology in association with Indian National Science 

Academy (INSA) as adhering body, announced the 19th edition of its prestigious 

global event to be held in  Navi Mumbai, India in October 2018. 

 

July 4 

 The Delhi government launched 'Happiness Curriculum' for school students up 

to class 8. The Dalai Lama, Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal and Deputy 

Chief Minister and education department in-charge Manish Sisodia were present 

at the occasion. 

 

 Numaligarh Refinery Ltd (NRL) in Assam has become the first oil public sector 

undertaking (PSU) to adopt an online legal compliance system by introducing 

'Legatrix'. 

 

 

 Major General VD Dogra became the first serving Indian Army officer and the 

only General across the world to have completed a gruelling „Ironman‟ 

competition held in Austria. The Ironman is an international triathlon consisting of 

three consecutive events- 3.8 km of swimming, 180 km cycling and 42.2 km of 

running (a full marathon). 

 

 The Union Minister of State for Development of North Eastern Region (DoNER) 

Dr Jitendra Singh attended the famous 4-day Meghalaya Annual Cultural 

Festival,"Behdienkhlam", held every year at the small peripheral town of Jowai, 

Meghalaya. 

 

 India First Life Insurance Company Limited, a joint venture between Bank of 

Baroda,Andhra Bank and Legal and General (UK), has announced its tie-up 

with Oxigen Services India Pvt. Ltd., to establish the distribution of its insurance 

products at Oxigen retail outlets.

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July 5 

 The Election Commission of India has launched a mobile app cVIGIL, which 

citizens can use to confidentially report violation of election code of conduct. The 

ECI hopes the app will ensure a free and fair conduct of 2019 Lok Sabha polls. 

 

 The Government think tank Niti Aayog will hold on September7-8 here the 

India‟s first„Global Mobility Summit‟. It will be inaugurated by Prime Minister 

Narendra Modi. 

 

o The summit will help drive government‘s goal for vehicle electrification, 

renewable energy integration and job growth and also speed up India‟s 

transition to a clean energy economy. 

 

o ‗MOVE: Global Mobility Summit‟ will be organised in collaboration with 

various ministries and industry partners. 

 

 A motorcycle expedition comprising of ‗SHWET ASHW‟ the elite Motorcycle 

Display Team of the Corps of Military Police, was flagged off‘ on 02 July 2018 

to commemorate the victory of Indian Army in Operation Vijay 1999. 

 

 The Union Cabinet chaired by Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi has given its 

approval for continuance of the 8 existing schemes of the Ministry of Home 

Affairs upto March 2020 for relief and rehabilitation of migrants and repatriates 

under the Umbrella scheme "Relief and Rehabilitation of Migrants and 

Repatriates". 
 

 The Union Cabinet, chaired by the Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modi, today 

gave its approval to rename the Agartala Airport in Tripura as ‗Maharaja Bir 

Bikram Manikya Kishore Airport, Agartala.

July 6

waiver scheme and subsidized power scheme ‗Sambal‘ for labourers and poor 

families. 

o Under the scheme, the Below Poverty Line (BPL) families would be provided 

electricity at a cost of 200 rupees per month. 

 

 Union Minister of State for Culture(I/c), Dr. Mahesh Shrama, inaugurated 

exhibition titled "Arth - art for earth" at IGNCA, New Delhi. 

o ‗ARTH - ART FOR EARTH‘ by Manav Gupta consists of "Excavations in 

Hymns of Clay"-a suite of environmental art installations by Manav Gupta 

weaving all of them with a storyline and poetry. 

 

 The Central Board of Indirect Taxes and Customs (CBIC) has developed and 

launched a mobile app named „GST Verify‟ to protect interest of consumers. 

o The application is to verify if the person collecting GST from the consumer 

is eligible to collect it or not. 

o It also provides the details of the person / company collecting GST. 

 

 The Sunil Mehta committee which was formed with a view to tackle Non-

Performing Assets (NPAs) and creating credit capacity submitted its report with 

recommendations to Finance Minister Piyush Goyal. 

o The Sunil Mehta panel presented project „Sashakt‟ and has recommended a 

five-pronged strategy to deal with stressed assets. 

 

 

 The first „pad abort‟ test critical for a future human space mission was conducted 

successfully. 

o The test was conducted at the Satish Dhawan Space Centre, Sriharikota. 

o The Crew Escape System is an emergency escape measure to quickly pull the 

crew module, the astronaut cabin — along with astronauts out to a safe distance 

from the launch vehicle in the event of a launch abort. 
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July 7 

 United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation (UNESCO) will 

be setting up a 'Design University for Gaming' in Visakhapatnam. 

o UNESCO delegation entered into an agreement with Andhra Pradesh Economic 

Development Board (APEDB) for the establishment of 'Gaming Digital 

Learning Hub'. 

 

 A Rs 250-crore Civil Aviation Research Organisation (CARO) will come up 

within 18 months at Begumpet in Hyderabad. 

o Laying the foundation stone for the CAROproject to be implemented under the 

Airports Authority of India, Union Civil Aviation Minister Suresh Prabhu 

said the focus of the centre will be on pursuing inter-disciplinary solutions to 

improve the civil aviation sector. 

 

 In a first, the Uttarakhand High Court accorded the status of ‗legal person or 

entity‘ to the animals in the state. The HC stated that "they have a distinct 

persona with corresponding rights, duties and liabilities of a living person." 

NOTE: 

o In March 2017, the Uttarakhand High Court had accorded the status of 'living 

human entities' to the Ganga and Yamuna, the two most sacred rivers of 

India. 

July 8 

 Union Minister of Coal, Railways, Finance & Corporate Affairs, Piyush Goyal has 

launched the Coal Mine Surveillance & Management System (CMSMS) and 

Mobile Application „Khan Prahari‟. 
 

o The CMSMS aims to report, monitor and take suitable action on 

unauthorised coal mining activities. 

o The Khan Prahari app can be used for reporting any activity taking place 

related to illegal coal mining like rat hole mining, pilferage etc. 
 

 The Uttar Pradesh Government has issued an order to ban the use of plastic in the 

state from 15th July 2018. 

 

 Commerce Secretary, Rita Teaotia, chaired the first meeting of the Task Force 

on e-commerce in New Delhi. The meeting deliberated upon the suggestions 

emerging from the sub-group meetings held in June 2018. 
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 The Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) on July 5, 2018 conducted 

successful flight testing of „Crew Escape System‟. 

 

o The major technology demonstration is the first in a series of „pad abort‟ 

tests to qualify the system, which is a critical technology relevant for 

future human space mission. 

July 9

Noida and inaugurated the New Mobile Manufacturing Plant of Samsung at 

Noida. Notably, it will be the world's largest mobile factory. 

 

 South Korean President Moon Jae-in arrived in New Delhi evening on a four-day 

visit to India. He is being accompanied by First Lady Kim Jung-sook on his 

maiden visit to the nation.  

 

 Under PMAY (U) so far more than 51 Lakhs dwelling units have been 

sanctioned against the validated demand of 1 crore in last 3 years of 

implementation. 

o The Government of India is committed to provide ―Housing for All‖ by the 

end of the Mission period-2022. 

 

July 10  

 According to Tourism Minister K J Alphons, the first India Tourism Mart 

(ITM) 2018 will be organized at Vigyan Bhawan New Delhi from 16 to 18th 

September 2018. 

o The India Tourism Mart will provide a platform for stakeholders in the 

tourism and hospitality industries to interact and transact business 

opportunities.

July 16

July 18  
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 On 16th July 2018, Union Skill Development and Entrepreneurship Minister 

Dharmendra Pradhan laid the foundation stone for National Skill Training 

Institute (NSTI) at Barang, in Bhubaneswar, to be established at a cost of Rs 

160 crore 

o NSTI will function under the Directorate General of Training (DGT). It will 

have training activities like Trainers Training (Long term/Short term), 

Refresher Training and Re-skilling/Up skilling courses. 

 

 The „BIMARU‟ Indian states – Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan and Uttar 

Pradesh – have the highest numbers of partially immunized and non-immunized 

children, according to UN bodies WHO and Unicef. 

o According to data shared by the UN bodies on Monday, the national average 

for full immunization is 62 per cent, for diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis vaccine 

(DTP3) coverage is 78.4 per cent and for measles first dose 81.1 per cent. 

 

 IIT Madras has launched “world‟s first” remotely operatable microscope that 

would enable a precise atom-by-atom view of a material in Chennai, Tamil Nadu. 

o The Local Electrode Atom Probe (LEAP) was developed in a collaborative 

exercise involving eight top research institutions headed by IIT Madras.

o The National Level Conference was held with the objective to discuss issues 

pertaining to safety of women and children as well as Poshan Abhiyan with 

the purpose to direct and seek the support of State Governments to further 

their effective implementation. 

 

July 19

the country.

 The government has formed a committee comprising officials of the environment 

ministry, experts from NEERI, IITs and various other forums to look into the 

issue of industrial pollution around the iconic Taj Mahal. 

o The committee will be headed by C K Mishra, Secretary, Ministry of 

Environment, Forest and Climate Change. 

 

 The city of Udaipur has once again in 2018 been ranked among the World‟s Best 

Cities by Travel + Leisure. Udaipur, the heritage-city built by the Maharanas of 

Mewar in the 16th century, is on the third place among the 15 of the world‘s best 

cities. 

o The top 2 cities are both in Mexico: San Miguel de Allende and Oaxaca. 

 

 Prime Minister‘s Employment Generation Programme, PMEGP is estimated to 

have generated over 11,13, 000 employments during the last three years i.e. 2015-

16 to 2017-18. 
o This information was given by Minister of state for Micro,Small and Medium 

Enterprises, Shri Giriraj Singh in a written reply in the Rajya Sabha.   

 

 The 10th edition of the Delhi Dialogue begins in New Delhi. External Affairs 

Minister Sushma Swaraj delivered the keynote address of the two-day event. The 

theme of this event is „Strengthening India-ASEAN Maritime Co-operation‟.  

 

July 20 

 The Elphinstone Road station in Mumbai has been renamed as Prabhadevi

 Facebook and the National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC) have entered 

into strategic partnership to train youth and entrepreneurs in the country on 

digital skills.

He added that the electrification in 2017-18 has increased 

seven times.

o The 1st BRIC Summit was held in June 2009 in Yekaterinburg, Russia. 
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 The Tamil Nadu government has informed the Madras High Court that a 24-hour 

helpline has been set up to investigate issues faced by inter-caste couples and 

offer them necessary assistance and protection. 

 

 

 

 Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu launched „e-Pragati 

portal‟, a digital platform for governance in the state, would help to connect all the 

state government departments and act as a stand-alone to resolve the issues. 

 

 Myanmar has joined the India-initiated International Solar Alliance (ISA), 

becoming the 68th member of the grouping that is aiming at optimum utilisation 

of solar energy.

o Maharashtra was the first state to introduce the institution of Lokayukta 

through The Lokayukta and Upa-Lokayuktas Act in 1971. 

o The latest Lokayukta was established in Tamil Nadu On July 09, 2018. 
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 According to the US-based Institute for Energy Economics and Financial Analysis 

(IEEFA) report, Karnataka is the new national leader in renewable energy 

generation. It has surpassed Tamil Nadu that had for quite some time been India's 

best renewable market.
