NATIONAL NEWS 

 

 The world‘s first-ever facility to create thermal batteries will be inaugurated in 

Amaravati, Andhra Pradesh. The Thermal batteries will be manufactured by 

Bharat Energy Storage Technology Private Limited (BEST). 

o These batteries are based on alternative sources of energy production, and 

their presence is expected to reduce the dependence on fossil fuels. Energy can 

be stored in it that can power telecommunications, commercial enterprises, 

electric vehicles as well as charging systems. 

 

 NITI Aayog‘s International Conference on ―Sustainable Growth through 

Material Recycling: Policy Prescriptions‖ was inaugurated by the Union 

Minister of Road Transport, Highways & Ganga Rejuvenation, Nitin Gadkari in 

New Delhi. 
o It is expected that the deliberations at the conference will provide inputs for the 

policy formulation on various aspects related to material recycling. 

 

 The National Green Tribunal constituted a committee, to be headed by a 

former Allahabad High Court judge, for monitoring the rejuvenation project of 

Ganga from Haridwar to Unnao in Uttar Pradesh.

 The opening ceremony of Exercise Maitree, a joint military exercise between 

Indian Army and Royal Thai Army, was held in Chachoengsao province , 

Thailand. It will be conducted between August 6-19th 2018. 

o It is an annual reciprocal training event. Earlier it took place in Bakloh, 

Himachal Pradesh  in 2017.

 ISRO announced that it would launch the heaviest communication satellite GSAT 

-11 from French Guiana on November 30, 2018. This satellite weighs over 5.7 

tonnes or 5700 kg. It will be launched from the European spaceport 

Arianespace. 

o This will help in increasing internet speed of the country of 14 gigabit per 

second data transfer speed.
