 Ministry of Railways launches “Digital Screens” to spread awareness about 

Indian Railways Heritage.  From the Independence Day on (August 15, 

2018), “digital screens” has been made operational at 22 railway stations. 

o This screens will how one to two minute-long movie clips on digital LED 

screens at the entrance gate of railway stations and also at different 

comfort areas. 

 

 West Bengal CM Mamata Banerjee lifted family income ceiling for the 

beneficiaries of women welfare scheme „Kanyashree‟.  Earlier the ceiling 

was : Rs 120,000 or less. 

o Kanyashree was launched in 2013 to prevent early marriage of girl 

children of socio-economically disadvantaged families whose annual 

income is Rs 120,000 or less. 

 

 Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan launched Dial 100 

Mobile app, to help the needy at the time of emergency.  Once Madhya 

Pradesh Police receive a call through Dial 100 mobile app, they will reach 

the location as soon as possible, to help the people in distress. 

 

 ISRO Chairman has announced that an Indian astronaut will be sent into 

space by 2022 on board Gaganyaan.  K Sivan has reciprocated Prime 

Minister Narendra Modi‟s Independence Day announcement. 

o Prior to the actual launch by 2022, the ISRO will have two unmanned 

missions and spacecraft will be launched using GSLV Mark-III. GSLV 

Mark III launch vehicle will be fully equipped with crew module and life

 Indian Government released additional NPR 470 million for the Postal
