 The GST Council slashed tax rates on under-construction housing properties to 

5% from the existing 12%. The Council also cut GST rates on affordable 

housing to 1% from the current 8%.The new tax rates will come into effect from 

April 1, 2019. 

o The council also altered the definition of affordable housing and said any 

house built on an area of 60 square meters or less in the metro cities of 

India will now be categorized as affordable housings. 

 

 Union Minister of State for Health Ashwini Kumar Choubey launched the 

national action plan for viral hepatitis in Mumbai. The action plan takes 

forward the National Viral Hepatitis Control Program launched by the Union 

Health Minister in July 2018. 

o The aim of this program is to eliminate hepatitis by 2030.

 World Bank, UN Women, and Small Industries Development Bank of India 

(SIDBI) have joined hands to launch a new social impact bonds exclusively for 

women, called Women‟s Livelihood Bonds (WLBs), with an initial corpus of Rs 

300 crore.  

o The proposed bond will enable individual women entrepreneurs in sectors 

like food processing, agriculture, services and small units to borrow around 

Rs 50,000 to Rs 3 lakh at an annual interest rate of around 13-14 per cent 

or less. 

APPOINTMENT 

 Saudi Arabia has appointed Princess Reema bint Bandar, a former business 

executive and philanthropist, as its first female ambassador to the United States. 

 

 The governor of Gezira state, Mohamed Tahir Ayala was appointed as Sudan‟s 

Prime Minister. 

o Sudan’s Defence Minister Awad Mohamed Ahmed Ibn Auf was appointed 

as first vice president while remaining in his defence post.
