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NATIONAL NEWS 

 The country's foreign exchange reserves increased by USD 1.875 billion to 

USD 421.867 billion in the week ending May 31. 

o Reserve Bank weekly data released showed that foreign currency assets, 

which is a major component of the overall reserves, rose by USD 1.946 

billion to USD 394.134 billion. 

 

 Imports from Pakistan to India has declined by 92 per cent to 2.84 million US 

dollars in March this year. 

o The reason behind this decline is the imposition of 200 per cent customs 

duties on all products following Pulwama terror attack. 

 

 Delhi Metro became the first ever project in the country to receive power 

generated from a waste-to-energy plant. The Delhi Metro Rail Corporation 

(DMRC) receiving 2 MW power from a 12 MW capacity waste-to-energy plant 

set up in Ghazipur. 

INTERNATIONAL NEWS 

 The UAE Cabinet adopted the „National Strategy for Wellbeing 2031‟ during its 

meeting at the Presidential Palace in Abu Dhabi. 

o One of the most important initiatives is the development of the first 

'National Wellbeing Observatory' to support the policymaking process. 

 

SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY 

 Supersonic cruise missile BrahMos was test fired from the Integrated Test 

Range (ITR) at Chandipur in Odisha. Anti-ship version of the missile launched by 

complex-3 of the ITR, Defence Research and Development (DRDO) sources. 

 

ECONOMY 

 The Indian Air Force signed a deal with Israel to buy more than 100 SPICE  2000 

bombs, worth around Rs 300 crore. 
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o SPICE bombs were used by the Indian Air Force (IAF) to attack the 

madrasa of Jaish-e-Mohammed in Balakot, Pakistan, on February 26, in 

response to the terrorist attack on a CRPF convoy in Pulwama which 

resulted in the martyrdom of 40 CRPF personnel.

 P Jayadevan appointed as executive director of IndianOil Corporation Ltd 

for Tamil Nadu and Puducherry with immediate effect.
