 The bill seeking to provide death penalty for sexual assault on children and 

greater punishments for other crimes against minors was approved by 

Parliament after it was passed by the Lok Sabha 

o Piloting the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences (Amendment) 

Bill, 2019, Women and Child Development Minister Smriti Irani said it 

aims at making offences against children gender-neutral.

 The Indian Air Force (IAF) has signed a deal with Russia for buying R-27 

air-to-air missiles worth over Rs 1500 crore.

The missiles will further strengthen the air-to-air 

combat capability of the air force. 

 

 Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal announced that people living in the capital 

do not have to pay any amount of their electricity bills if 

their power consumption does not exceed 200 units. He added that 

the Delhi government will give full subsidy to those consuming up to 200 units 

of electricity.
