 Chhattisgarh government announced that the state is set to have Guru 

Ghasidas National Park in Kotiya district as its fourth ‘tiger reserve’. 

This decision was taken in 11th meeting of Chhattisgarh State Wildlife 

Board chaired by Chief Minister Bhupesh Baghel.  

o The National Tiger Conservation Authority (NTCA) had approved to 

declare Guru Ghasidas National Park as a tiger reserve in 2014.

o He also urged students and teachers to participate in ‘Fit India Week’ 

to be organized by as many as 22,000 Central Board of Secondary 

Education (CBSE) schools across the country. 

 

 

 The Centre has extended a ban on Assam-based Bodo insurgent group 

National Democratic Front of Bodoland (NDFB) citing that the terrorist 

outfit has continued to indulge its involvement in violent activities which 

includes killings, extortion and joining hands with anti-India forces.  

o The NDFB was declared an outlawed outfit in 1990s, the ban has 

been extended every five years since then.
