» World Bank Retains India’s FY25 Growth Forecast at 6.6%

In its latest biannual Global Economic Prospects, the World Bank maintains
India’s growth projection at 6.6% for FY25, affirming its status as the fastest-
growing among the largest economies. The forecast reflects a moderate pace

of expansion following a high growth rate in FY 2023/24. Over the subsequent

three fiscal years, India is expected to sustain an average growth of 6.7%, with
projections of 6.7% for FY26 and 6.8% for FY27.
