> India's fiscal deficit widens to 5.63% of GDP in FY24.
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According to the data, the fiscal deficit of the central government during 2023-24 was 5.6% of GDP,
better than the previous estimate of 5.8% due to higher revenue receipts and lower expenditure. In real
terms, the fiscal deficit - or the difference between expenditure and revenue - was ¥16.53 lakh crore or
5.63% of GDP, rising to 8.2% in 2023-24.

> India’s Core Sector Growth Rises 6.2% in April

In April, India’s core sector, comprising coal, steel, cement, fertilizers, electricity, natural gas, refinery
products, and crude oil, witnessed a notable 6.2% growth, reflecting positive momentum in key
industries. This growth, driven by robust performances in sectors such as steel, electricity, and natural
gas, contrasts with the 4.6% growth recorded in April 2023. However, it's essential to note that March’s
growth figures were revised upward to 6%, indicating a stronger trajectory than previously estimated.

> Indian Air Force and Navy Participate in Mega Multinational War Games

The Indian Air Force (IAF) has deployed its formidable Rafale fighter jets for the two-week multinational
air exercise Red Flag, which commenced on May 2024 in Alaska. The IAF contingent, supported by IL-78
air-to-air refuelers and C-17 transport aircraft, arrived at the Eielson Air Force Base in the United States
for the advanced aerial combat training exercise. The primary objective of Exercise Red Flag is to
integrate aircrews in a multinational environment, providing realistic training in a simulated combat
environment. Apart from eight Rafale fighter jets, the Indian Air Force has deployed three C-17 transport
aircraft and two IL-78 mid-air refuelling aircraft for the exercise.

> India’s Fiscal Deficit for FY24: Government Data Analysis

India’s fiscal deficit for FY24 improved to 5.6% of GDP, down from the Revised Estimates of 5.8%, owing
to higher-than-expected tax receipts. The deficit stood at Rs 16.54 trillion against the budgetary target of
Rs 17.86 trillion.

Net tax receipts surpassed projections at Rs 23.27 trillion, while total expenditure reached Rs 44.43
trillion, constituting 99% of the budgeted amount.

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> NHRC takes serious cognizance of ‘Nata Pratha’

The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued a notice to four states- Uttar Pradesh,
Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, and Gujarat. This notice follows a 2020 case in which a father sold his
daughter for 2.5 lakhs and later filed a complaint with the commission upon discovering her dead body.
The National Human Rights Commission of India (abbreviated NHRC) is a statutory body constituted on
12 October 1993 under the Protection of Human Rights Ordinance of 28 September 1993.

> World Bank Retains India’s FY25 Growth Forecast at 6.6%

In its latest biannual Global Economic Prospects, the World Bank maintains India’s growth projection at
6.6% for FY25, affirming its status as the fastest-growing among the largest economies.

> India’s Retail Inflation Eases to 12-Month Low of 4.75% in May

India’s consumer price index (CPI) inflation dropped to a 12-month low of 4.75% in May 2024, down
from 4.83% in April, marking a continued trend within the Reserve Bank of India’s target range of 2-6%
since September 2023. The inflation rates for rural and urban areas stood at 5.28% and 4.15%,
respectively. Despite this decrease, inflation in the food basket remained elevated at 8.69% in May,
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slightly lower than 8.70% in April. The Reserve Bank of India aims to maintain CPI inflation at 4%, with a
margin of 2% on either side, and recent projections suggest a stable outlook for the coming quarters.

> India’s Wholesale Prices Accelerate to 15-Month High of 2.61% in May

India’s wholesale inflation, measured by the wholesale price index (WPI), surged to a 15-month high of
2.61% in May from 1.26% in April, driven by an adverse base effect and a sharp increase in food prices.
The inflation rate for food items reached 9.82% contrasting with -3.61% in May 2023. Aditi Nayar, chief
economist, ICRA Ratings, highlighted the uneven progress of the southwest monsoon, with southern
regions receiving excess rainfall and deficient rainfall in northwest, east and northeast India, impacting
kharif sowing and reservoir levels.
